BRITISH SCHOOLS SMALL-BORE RIFLE ASSOCIATION AUTUMN PROGRAMME 2010
Entries (by 1st July 2010) are invited for the following competitions.    Last autumn term we had entries from about 45 schools.  This is our FORTY-FIRST YEAR.  If you are unable to enter at the moment, but wish to remain on the MAILING LIST, please let us know.  To compete, schools/units must pay now the Annual Affiliation Fee, which is £15.00 for 2010/2011.

Leagues

These will be divided into the usual sections, each team's entry costing  £6: 

Section A  Teams of five, shooting on NSRA 1989 cards.  Any .22 rifle and ammunition may be used. 

Section B  Teams of five, shooting on Cadets and Schools cards.  MoD issued ammunition and rifles only, but rifles may have iron sights fitted. 

Section C  Teams of four (under 15 on 1st September 2010) firing on Cadets and Schools cards.  Any .22 rifle and ammunition. 

Section D  Teams of four (under 16 on 1st September 2010), NSRA 1989 cards, marked with our overlay system.  Any .22 rifle and ammunition.

Each competitor will fire one card per round (with three weeks over half term).  Rounds 1 & 2 to be fired (and sent in together) by Monday 18th October (Rd 3 – 8th Nov (3 weeks), Rd 4 - 22 Nov, Rd 5 – 6 Dec).  Teams will be placed in Divisions of six or seven on the basis of declared averages, and the winners of each will receive a set of BSSRA embroidered cloth badges, and each team will also receive a Top Score  badge to award.  Points will be awarded in each round on the basis of  'number of teams beaten plus one.'

Notes on Completing the League Entry Form
1.      Schools may enter any number of teams in each section.  Each team should be allocated a letter, starting with A and 

running in alphabetic order down through the Sections A - D.

2.      Within a Section the firers with the best averages should be in the highest team, and so on. 

3.      Competitors may fire in more than one Section in the same round, but in only one team in the same Section. 

4.      Team personnel should be declared, with averages, on the enclosed form.  Please do your best to do this - include any provisional leavers in your teams.  Please give Spring or Summer 2010 averages if possible.  Teams for which no averages are given risk being placed in the highest Divisions.

5.      For Section D adapt clearly a spare part of the form or write out your team(s) and averages on a separate piece of paper and send it with your entry.

Team of Eight Competition

This competition is for eights firing on Cadets and Schools cards.  Any .22 rifle and ammunition may be used (no telescopic sights).  There are now two stages and the best six cards out of eight will count (thus you may enter with a team of six):


Stage I   To be shot by 8th November by all teams who enter.  One card per member of the team. 


Stage II (Final)  For the top ten teams from  Stage I.  To be shot by 6th December.  Positions in Stage II will determine the final order, but Stage I scores will be used to break ties.  The winners receive the Team of Eight Cup.  The three top teams will receive medals.  In each Stage the best six scores out of eight will determine a team’s score.  

Staff Championship       (Open to School Staff, SSIs and other bona fide Coaches) 

One stage of three NSRA 1989 cards to be shot by 8th November.  Entrants will be handicapped using the MACRAE chart based upon previous Championship scores.  New entrants will have to shoot at 'scratch' in their first year.  The winner will receive the Trophy for a year and a miniature tankard to keep.  A further tankard is also awarded for highest gun scores.

Winter Open Meeting 

Is to be held in the south-east, run by Nigel Ball, at Wellington College on December 4h.  There will be competitions for  those using target rifles on BM cards with cups and medals as prizes.  Contact Nigel direct at nxb@wellingtoncollege.org.uk
