Complete the rest of this term’s rounds on time, but retain the cards, keeping them safe from interference.
Score the cards with a gauge and email /phone the names and scores to their scorers by the times advertised for the end of each of the remaining three rounds this term.  Continue to keep unposted cards safe and post them all together to the scorers as soon as it’s clear that the post has returned to normal.
 You will receive email/phone reports of your teams’ scores and positions.

Send out email copies of this notice or phone the information to all the Schools in their Division(s)
 Send each round’s provisional results by email/phone to their Schools
Update the results as you receive scores/bundles of cards (checking for yourselves any scores written on the cards).
Be ready to send out “final” results from the cards/emailed scores you receive by the end of term (if the postal troubles continue that long).
